You recently submitted documentation from your doctor or health care provider, indicating that you would benefit from a Reasonable Accommodation.  The Housing Authority allows for Reasonable Accommodation when there is a necessity for such an accommodation, related to an applicants/residents disability, and which would provide the applicant/resident with an equal opportunity to enjoy our housing programs.

Please find enclosed two forms to be used in verifying your need for a Reasonable Accommodation:

1. Verification of Disability Status For Use When Requesting A Reasonable Accommodation.  If you have not already provided documentation of your status as an Individual with a Disability, please have your doctor, health care provider, or other qualified individual who understands your disability complete the Certification of Disability portion of this form.

2. Request for Reasonable Accommodation.  Please complete the front side of this form, describing the reasonable accommodation you are requesting and explaining the reason you are asking for the accommodation and how it will provide you with an equal opportunity to enjoy our housing programs.

Please have the Reasonable Accommodation Verification on the back side of the form completed by your doctor, health care provider, or other qualified individual who understands your disability and is in a position to know about your need for the accommodation.  S/he must verify that your requested accommodation: (1) is related to your disability; and (2) would provide you with an equal opportunity to enjoy our housing programs.
